Interim Committee on Economic Development. Specifies

minimum standards that any person or entity shall satisfy in order for the
Colorado economic development commission (commission) to award
such person or entity a grant or loan from the Colorado economic
development fund.

Requires any person or entity that receives a grant or loan from the



commission on the basis of a proposal to create new jobs that meet wage
and benefit requirements to file an annual progress report with the
commission. Specifies the information that the person or entity shall
include in the report. Requires the commission to provide the

information collected each year in the reports to the general assembly.
Specifies that the reports submitted to the commission shall be

open records, but prohibits the disclosure to the public of information

that reveals any income tax return or the salary of any employee.
Extends the statutory repeal date for the commission.

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Summary of HB06-1120

Concerning restrictions on the authority of wineries to ship wine to personal
consumers

Amends Colorado's laws relating to the interstate and intrastate

shipment of wine to personal consumers to conform to the United States
supreme court holding in the 2005 case of Granholm v. Heald.

Permits the sale and direct shipment of wine produced in-state or
out-of-state to personal consumers in Colorado or outside of Colorado
under certain conditions, including that wineries obtain winery direct
shipper's permits from the state licensing authority, that shipments only
be made to individuals allowed to purchase and consume alcohol
beverages under Colorado law, and that applicable Colorado excise taxes
be collected on such sales.

Concerning the enforcement of liquor laws regarding sales to minors, and, in
connection therewith, creating an affirmative defense for retail alcohol beverage
licensees and limiting peace officers' ability to conduct random enforcement
operations at licensed premises.

Creates an affirmative defense for retail alcohol beverage

licensees regarding the sale of an alcohol beverage to or for a person
under the age of 21 years from a licensed premises if, at the time of the
alleged offense, the person who committed the alleged violation was an
employee of the licensee, the licensee had established and was enforcing
policies and procedures that prohibit the sale of an alcohol beverage to

a person under the age of 21 years, and such policies and procedures
complied with the standards for the server and seller training program.
Requires police to have reasonable suspicion of a violation to conduct a
sting operation at such licensed premises.

Concerning a limitation on the number of licenses issued for the sale of alcohol
beverages in sealed containers for off-premises consumption

Limits the issuance of retail liquor store and liquor-licensed

drugstore licenses based on the total number of retail liquor store licenses
and liquor-licensed drugstore licenses per capita within each county or
city and county. Specifies that such limitation does not affect liquor
licenses issued prior to the implementation of the act.

Specifies that retail liquor store licenses and liquor-licensed

drugstore licenses in counties or cities and counties that have reached the
maximum number of available licenses may only be issued to persons
that transfer an existing retail liquor store license or liquor-licensed
drugstore license for premises that are at least equivalent in total square
footage to the total square footage of the premises operated under the
existing license or licenses being transferred.

Concerning the proportion of limited gaming revenues designated for the
promotion of tourism in the state

For the 2005-06 fiscal year and future fiscal years, reduces the

amount of limited gaming funds that are allocated to the general fund and
increases the amount of limited gaming funds that are allocated to the
Colorado travel and tourism promotion fund. Requires the state treasurer
to modify the new allocation by increasing the allocation to the general
fund and reducing the allocation to the Colorado travel and tourism
promotion fund in any fiscal year in which the revenue forecast indicates
that general fund revenues for that year will be insufficient to allow the
maximum amount of general fund appropriations permitted by law to be
made for the fiscal year.
