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e Minimal cold temperature injuries

e Record production of >2,000 ton

e Second-highest per-acre yield (3.32 ton/acre)

e Nearly identical production of Riesling & Merlot
e Four varieties (Riesling, Merlot, Cabernet

Sauvignon, Cabernet Franc) account for ~50 % of
total production
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e Vineyard area is expanding again, although still
slightly down on 2009

e Non-vinifera varieties now account for 20 % of
Colorado’s total grape area

e The trend to replace cold-tender varieties of
Vitis vinifera with cold-hardy, resistant varieties
continued in 2015
